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· The clinic starts at 8:30 on the day of the clinic, coffee and doughnuts will be served. Rain date is set up for the following day if needed.

· Skiing will commence by 9:00.

· Expect calm, clean water with expected water temperature of approximately 75 degrees.

· The main towboat is a 2009 Ski Nautique inboard.

· The boat is equipped with a side boom for teaching and has a minimum wake.

· We will have a minimum of four sit skis with five or more different cage sizes.(for certain disabilities only)

· There will be plenty of shade for guests and they are welcome to swim when conditions permit, play badminton, eat, observe, and help out.

· Food will be served between 12 and 1pm with cold drinks available throughout the day.

· There is a portable toilet onsite (wheelchair accessible).

· Most sit skiers will have a pwc (jet ski) following them for assistance and safety.

· We will be winding down the skiing clinic at approximately 3:30.

· Bring bathing suit, sunscreen, hat, sunglasses, towel, warm dry clothes to change into, and a camera (optional).

· Before skiers leave they will be handed a complimentary medal and certificate.

· Last but not least, you should expect safety, performance, and fun!
